Terms and Conditions of the

Jerry Junkins Construction Education Scholarship Fund
The Jerry Junkins Construction Education Scholarship Fund is intended to assist students, and in particular, women and ethnically diverse students, enrolled in construction and construction-related classes in Dallas County or Tarrant County community colleges and state universities, by awarding annual scholarships to deserving students who intend to pursue, or are pursuing, a baccalaureate degree in Construction Management or Construction Technology, leading to a career in the construction industry.
This scholarship is administered by DCCCD Foundation and is subject to the following terms and conditions:

1. This scholarship of up to $2,000 ($1000 per semester) may be used for tuition, fees, and books only, at any accredited school such as described above.  Scholarship monies will be sent directly to the school in which the student is enrolled.

2. Student must enroll in a minimum of 6 credit hours per semester (Unless approved otherwise by the selection committee. Example: Craft program plus 3 credit hours is acceptable).

3. Student must maintain a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.2 on a 4.0 scale.

4. Student must promptly submit a grade report and/or transcript to DCCCD Foundation at the end of the Fall semester and a certified transcript at the end of the Spring semester. No scholarship monies for the upcoming semester will be released until the previous semester’s grade report and/or transcript is received.

5. Student must notify DCCCD Foundation of any change in school enrollment or degree plans. Student must keep DCCCD Foundation informed of any change of address and must respond promptly to all correspondence from DCCCD Foundation.

6. Student agrees that the student’s name, hometown, high school and college attended or to be attended may be used in any press releases announcing the awarding of this scholarship.

7. Students in good standing may reapply annually for renewal of this scholarship.  DCCCD Foundation will send a reapplication form by June 16 to all such students.

Failure to meet these requirements may, at the discretion of the Scholarship Committee and the Trustees of DCCCD Foundation, result in probation and/or termination of this scholarship.
